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I will make my voice heard and help young people’s
views to get noticed. When I have an opinion on a news
story, I will voice it in the media by commenting online,
writing to editors of papers or magazines, or calling in
to TV or radio programmes. It’s our news too. but only if
1,000 other young people will pledge to do the same.
